· Clinical trainees will participate in at least 120 hours of interdisciplinary clinical work with training directors, to observe and evaluate patients, share evaluation results with staff members, share information with parents/guardians, and write reports within guideline of their academic department/degree. This is not required for non-clinical trainees.
or
· Non-clinical Trainees will complete a project or practicum of at least 120 hours with Discipline Training Director or faculty from their home academic department and present poster at LEND graduation.
